Previous minutes (October 26, 2007) were reviewed and approved.  
2. The division facilitators provided an overview of their progress during this semester.   Dr. Peters informed the committee that the facilitators will be initiating Phase 2 of the QEP Implementation Plan next semester.  Phase 2 involves developing course portfolios in preparation for implementation. 

3. Dr. Peters reported that she consulted with Dr. McKenzie regarding the use of Angelina College’s definition of critical thinking on all course syllabi.  Dr. McKenzie determined the use of ACs definition of critical thinking does not conflict with the THECB definition.  Correspondence was sent to all division directors on November 2, 2007 requesting all syllabi reflect this change by Spring 2008.  
4. Dr. Peters reported there was a question from the Science and Math division about some of the wording of ACs definition of critical thinking.  Dr. Peters indicated that this is the definition that is reflected in the QEP.  She then inquired about the involvement of faculty and staff during the development of the definition. Dr. Hebert reported that the proposed definition was sent to all division directors.  The division directors were to share the proposed definition with the faculty.   The proposed definition was also a topic of discussion at a general faculty meeting.  Based on the feedback provided, the Advisory Committee responded accordingly, hence the current definition.  Dr. Peters noted that the definition will remain as stated.    
5. Dr. Peters gave a presentation on accountability and institutional effectiveness.  The advisory committee discussed ways our current evaluation and planning process could be enhanced.  The committee felt this was of particular concern for the planning, evaluation and reporting of the impact of the QEP at the institution.  Based on the discussion, Dr. Peters indicated she would submit the advisory committee’s recommendations to Dr. Phillips and Dr. McKenzie by the end of the semester.
6. The next QEP Advisory Committee will be scheduled at the beginning of the Spring semester.
