This was a working meeting to address Goal III of the QEP and critical thinking questions for CCSSE.
Goal III of the QEP deals with assessing AC graduates use of critical thinking beyond the classroom.  The information can be determined through surveying AC graduates and employers of AC graduates.  Patricia Wars advised the advisory committee that the Core Curriculum Committee was piloting a graduate survey.  The first pilot was conducted last spring.  The second pilot would occur this semester.  The committee determined this is data that could be use to measure Goal III.  

Ms. Wars has also created an employers’ survey that she and other faculty in Technology and Workforce are piloting this semester.  The committee determined that we should continue to consult with Ms. Wars to determine if this could be a tool we could use to survey employers.
The committee reviewed the CCSSE and determined Questions 5 and 12 address critical thinking, however these items do not address the Paul/Elder model.  The following questions will be sent to CCSSE to be included in the survey that will be administered Spring 2009:

1.  My experience at Angelina College has improved my ability to make better decisions regarding my education, career and/or personal life. 

2.  While attending Angelina College, have any of your instructors explained what critical thinking is according to the Paul/Elder Model?   

3.  My instructors teach in a manner that encourages critical thinking in the learning process. 
4.  How often do your instructors explain the objective for completing class assignments, activities, and tests when they are teaching?
