This meeting was conducted to discuss visibility projects on campus.  Based on much discussion, it was determined that each division would conduct a discipline specific project.  The following ideas were discussed:
Business Division– Flyers/Brochure - students will participate in a contest to design a flyer about critical thinking. The flyer can focus on the definition, the importance, or the elements of critical thinking or any other topic related to critical thinking of the student’s choosing.

The flyer will be judged on content as well as layout. The layout should include an area for the winning critical thinking logo that will be designed by the Fine Arts Division’s contest. Monetary awards should go to first, second and third place winners.

Fine Arts Division – Logo Contest – design students will work to provide a logo that embodies the essence of the QEP-CT. When the committee forms a clear statement pinpointing the essential quality of the QEP, students can begin to create a meaningful and striking logo.

Liberal Arts Division – Essay Contest – students will submit an original, expository essay dealing with critical thinking as it applies to disciplines within the liberal arts.  Students should choose one of the following topics:  history of critical thinking, critical thinking in government, psychology of critical thinking, sociological aspects of critical thinking, cross-cultural/international aspects of critical thinking, use of critical thinking in the study of grammar and writing or critical thinking in literature.

Dr. Peters will consult with committee members from Health Careers, Science and Math, and Technology and Workforce to obtain project ideas.    Once all ideas are in place, Dr. Peters will submit a proposal to Dr. McKenzie for approval.  

In addition to the divisional contests, the following has been proposed from our publication areas:

Use the AC web site and Monday newsletter to disseminate information about QEP-CT. The newsletter can keep employees informed of how faculty are implementing Critical Thinking.  QEP/CT currently has a web presence. Perhaps a student version of this content could be generated by the QEP coordinator for publication online in a special web page geared to students.

The Pacer will include critical thinking activities (games, puzzles, etc.) in each issue.  The Pacer will also publicize the contests that will be taking place in each division. 

A meeting will be held at the beginning of next semester to plan the activities.
