Previous minutes (March 2, 2007 meeting) were reviewed and approved.  Dr. Peters informed the committee that Angie Wilcox is requesting to be relinquished of her duties as secretary.  Dr. Peters indicated that she did not mind supplying the committee minutes but it would be helpful to have a committee secretary.  Nominating a secretary will be addressed at the October 26, 2007 meeting.
2. The Advisory Committee consulted with the Core Curriculum Committee to discuss the integration of the assessment process.  Dr. Peters and Annis Jones met on August 28, 2007 to discuss this matter.  Dr. Peters noted that the QEP implementation assessments will also need to include the SLOA.  There was also discussion regarding including core curriculum information on the IE/QEP website.  Adding this information to the site would help to foster the continuity assessment between the two entities.  All were in agreement.  

Dr. Peters advised the committees that there has been a request to place our assessment tools on the website.  The committee discussed utilizing WebCT or the Faculty Access Module to accomplish this task.   The committee was concerned about security and would need assurance that individual could not enter out site and edit of forms and data.  Dr. Peters indicated that she would consult with MIS to determine the best course of action to take.  
Annis Jones opened the discussion of the use of Angelina College’s definition of critical thinking on all course syllabi.  Dr. Peters was in agreement.  There was some discussion as to whether or not to use both the THECB definition of critical thinking and AC’s definition or would AC’s definition be able to stand alone and still satisfy the requirements of the Coordinating Board.  Dr. Peters indicated that she would consult with Dr. McKenzie on the matter.  

3. Dr. Peters reported on the Status of QEP.  This report included activities of the QEP during the last academic school year.  She also reported the QEP Division Facilitators (FLC1) had a planning retreat on August 24, 2007.  She indicated we are working with a great group of faculty and they are motivated to begin the process.  

The FLC1 has recommended instead of attending the CT Conference in Berkeley, Ca., the next group of facilitators should attend the annual assessment conference held at Texas A&M.  They were of the opinion that the information gained from the CT conference can be attained during weekly seminars that are conducted during Phase 1 of the implementation cycle.    The committee agreed this would be more economical and we could possibly use available funds more effectively.  
The FLC1 have also requested to have a forum where they can share information with each other to complement their training seminars.  They recommended establishing a WebCT course for the FLC.  Dr. Peters indicated that this will be addressed with MIS.

4. Dr. Peters discussed institutional effectiveness and plans to enhance the process through the QEP.  Dr. Peters advised that the QEP Advisory Committee would be devising a unit plan for the QEP to ensure the accurate assessment of outcomes. We also need to ensure that the goals of the QEP are encompassed within the college’s mission and institutional goals.  There is also a need to write QEP outcomes.  We have already written objectives and strategies.  We now need to write outcomes to accompany these objectives.   This can all be rectified by writing a unit plan.  That process will be initiated at the October meeting. 

5. The next QEP Advisory Committee is scheduled for October 26, 2007 at 9:30 a.m. in TW 118.
