Dr. Peters provided a copy of the minutes from the May 2, 2008 meeting.  The minutes were reviewed and accepted with no changes. 
2.
Dr. Sally Haas is now on the QEP Advisory Committee and will be representing the Science/Mathematics Division.  

3.
Dr. Peters informed the committee that Dr. Paul Illich will be providing an IE/IR consultation on October 10, 2008.  All members of the advisory committee should plan to attend.   

4.
Dr. Peters reported the FLC1 were initiating the final phase of Cycle I.  She also indicated that we would only be implementing the CT model in four courses instead of six.  Two of the FLC1 members resigned from the college.   

5.
The California Critical Thinking Skills Test has been replaced with the International Critical Thinking Basic Skills and Understanding Test. The former has been developed by the Foundation for Critical Thinking and more directly assesses students’ knowledge of the Paul/Elder model. The pre-assessment for this test has already been administered to those students enrolled in the CTEC courses.  An additional assessment tool has been added.  At the end of the CTEC course, students will complete the Students’ Perception of Critical Thinking Instruction.  This tool was also developed by the Foundation for Critical Thinking. 
6.
A planning retreat was conducted with the FLC 2.  They have initiated Phase I of Cycle 2.
7.
Dr. Peters is conducting an audit of QEP documentation.  This audit will be based on the goals, objectives, and expected outcomes of the QEP.  

8.
Dr. Peters stressed the importance of ensuring we have institution-wide efforts to maintain the QEP.  It was suggested that we conduct visibility projects in the spring.  A meeting will be scheduled on October 24, 2008 to discuss these projects.
